Definitions for review and consideration:
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1. Refers to projects or strategies that ensure economic growth, social welfare, and environmental health in equal measure (Foster Pepper).

2. Sustains the citizens’ core values, which include community, environmental stewardship, economic opportunity and security, and social equity (Seattle).

3. Meeting the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs (United Nation's World Commission on Environment and Development, known as the Brundtland Commission).

4. Management and stewardship of natural resources and environmental assets such that their value is preserved, restored, and enhanced for the present and future generations; and such actions complement the community’s efforts to foster economic vitality (City of Shoreline).

5. The economy, the environment, and social equity or fairness (Cities Go Green.com).

6. Not narrowing the choices of future generations but…expanding them by passing on an environment and accumulation of resources that will allow its children to live at least as well as, and preferably better than, people today.  (NCOE 1993).

7. Balanced stewardship of human, financial, and environmental resources for present and future generations (City of Fort Collins).
8. Provision of management and stewardship of natural resources and environmental assets such that their value is preserved, restored, and enhanced for the present and future generations; and such actions complement community efforts to foster economic and social health (City of Shoreline).
9. Items that have a synergy that help create a long term strategy in the community, that benefit both the environment and the economy, and that provide social fairness to our residents.
10. To transform the way buildings and communities are designed, built and operated, enabling an environmentally and socially responsible, healthy and prosperous environment that improves the quality of life.  (USGBC)

11. Stewardship for the present, and strategy for the future, to pass on to those who follow, not only not less, but greater than was given to us. (Paul Greenlee)
