• Asking for $12.5M on state capital budget to improve RR from Rye Jct through Lagler 
site and replace BR 12; project list submitted to RTC staff to include in RTP update 
process; need a solution for the Rye junction 

• St. Johns/Barberton planning – site readiness work scope nearly finalized (next steps 
are legal review and staff report to BOCC); proceeding with steps to study relocation of 
Public Works from both 78th St and 149th St to Leichner site to create two rail served 



parcels available for development; exploring options for Burback site 
• Working with seven different business recruitment/expansion projects specific to the 

county railroad
