Designed and operated to enable safe access for all users - pedestrians,
bicyclists, motorists and transit riders of all ages and abilities.
Make it easy to cross the street, walk to shops, bike to work.
Allow buses to run on time and make it safe for people to walk to and
from train stations.
BPAC has worked with staff to assess and strengthen complete streets
policies in Clark County.
Vancouver, Battle Ground, and Camas are partnering with Public Health
and BPAC to review existing policies.
BPAC serves the important function of directing the work, prioritizing
changes, ground-truthing findings, and providing general oversight.

Working in preparation for a WSDOT grant program to ensure Clark County
jurisdictions are competitive for new funding.

Officials and one in 2012 from Active Living Research/Robert Wood
